Greg Mulholland, Chair of the All Party Par-
liamentary Save the Pub Group and MP for
Leeds North West, has written on behalf of the
group to the Chief Executives of Punch Tav-
erns and Enterprise Inns, as well as the British
Beer and Pub Association, calling on the Pub
Companies to give a guarantee that if the Gov-
ernment does bow to pressure to reduce beer
duty rates, then these cuts will be passed on to
licensees.

The Save the Pub Group is fully backing the
campaign to Axe the Beer Tax, and hopes that
with this additional commitment from the Pub
Companies, that the Government will finally
act to reduce beer duty.

Greg said:

"We must all keep campaigning for lower
beer duty and I hope the message is now get-
ting through to ministers. But it is also essen-
tial that the pub companies and pub owning

Beer Duty

BUDGET RESPONSES

1. CAMRA.

Mike Benner, our Chief Executive, said, "It is
disappointing that the Chancellor has ignored
widespread public concern about the plight of
Britain's pubs and decided to press ahead with an
increase which will result in yet more valued
community pubs closing down. Well-run com-
munity pubs are already struggling as a result of
last year's 18% increase in beer duty and the
recession. This further beer duty increase will
push more valued pubs over the edge resulting in
job losses, reduced Government tax revenue and
many more deprived of their favourite local
pub."

"Well-run pubs provide an enjoyable and af-
fordable night out in a safe and supervised envi-
ronment and this duty increase will simply fuel
irresponsible drinking of cheap discount alcohol
in people's homes, public parks and on the
streets."

2. LOCAL M.P.

Greg Mulholland MP, Chair of the All Party
Save the Pub Group, has criticised the Chancel-
lor’s decision to raise beer duty by 2% in the

budget. The increase in beer duty comes just one
week after an opinion poll of politicians showed
that a majority of MPs are against tax increases
on beer.

Greg commented further:

"I was extremely disappointed to hear the Chan-
cellor’s announcement. It will place even more
strain on pub landlords who are already strug-
gling to cope with the recession. The Govern-
ment’s decision flies in the face of public and
parliamentary opinion. It seems that whilst the
public show support for community pubs, the
Government most certainly do not.”

“The increased beer duty will have a serious
impact upon our nation’s pubs, which are already
closing at a rate of 39 per week. Clearly myself
and my fellow members of the Save the Pub
Group are in for a busy year as we try to protect
the UK pub industry on behalf of landlords and
pub-goers.”

May is Mild Month

CAMRA promotes Mild throughout every
May and celebrates National Mild Day this
year on Saturday 9 May.

This year we are asking the active CAMRA
branches to encourage at least one pub in their
area to stock at least one Mild during May for
the local pub-goers to try. We are doing that.

We would also encourage non-active mem-
bers to speak to their local licensees to see if
they would be willing to try some Milds during
May.

Well, what is mild? Other than a typo for milk?

Milds are black to dark brown to pale amber
in colour and come in a variety of styles from
warming roasty ales to light refreshing lunch-
time thirst quenchers Malty and possibly sweet
tones dominate the flavour profile but there
may be a light hop flavour or aroma. Slight
diacetyl (toffee/butterscotch) flavours are not
inappropriate. Alcohol levels are typically low.

Pale milds tend to have a lighter, more fruity
aroma with gentle hoppiness.

Dark milds may have a light roast malt or
caramel character in aroma and taste.
Scottish cask beers may have mild character-
istics with a dominance of sweetness, smooth
body and light bitterness.

Original gravity: usually less than 1043
Typical alcohol by volume: less than 4.3%
Final gravity 1004 - 1010

Bitterness 14 - 28 EBU
